Official Rules of Bathtub Race

Must be safe. (No sharp edges)

All bathtub vehicles must be race ready 20 minutes prior to race time.

All tubs must have a drain.

. All vehicles must have been used as a tub, or at least look like they did.

All bathtub vehicles must be steerable by the driver in the tub.

Tubs must be under control by at least one person at all times.

At no time may the steering control wheel leave the ground. (No wheelies)

. Maximum width of tub parts is 54 inches.

Pushers may not use any aids, example rollerblades etc.

10. Decisions of judges are final. All disputes are to be brought to the judges.

11. All entries are to be received prior to the race.

12. Team count is five. Four pushers, one driver. Minimum of two women per
team.

13. Course will be announced day of the race.

14. All contestants must be 16 years or older (under 18 must have parent
signature).

15. All tubs must have a minimum of 3 tires with a maximum diameter of 10”.

16. Must have Canadian Flag somewhere on the tub.
